Romaldkirk to REETH  (via The Stang)
The START of the tour and initial assembly point is the village of ROMALDKIRK, DL12 9EB.

 7 miles NW of the County Durham town of BARNARD CASTLE DL12 8PQ 

(The route passes through Barnard Castle, so if anyone wishes they can join the trip from there).
Assemble on public road opposite 

THE ROSE & CROWN HOTEL,

ROMALDKIRK, DL12 9EB
from 9.30 am for 10.0 am START

         Total miles from start

From The Rose & Crown, Romaldkirk take the B6277 South (towards Cotherstone, Barnard Castle)




Continue on the B6277 through COTHERSTONE and LARTINGTON




0 m
Merge onto the A67 towards Barnard Castle 

Here there is an optional 2 mile detour to drive past the BOWES MUSEUM. 

There are no plans to visit the inside of the museum, which opens at 10am, 

but this magnificent building, in the style of a French Chateau, makes an

excellent background for a memorable picture.

Directions to BOWES MUSEUM…

Turn L across the stone bridge over the Tees (traffic lights) towards the Town Centre  
          5.6 m
Ascend The Bank to the octagonal MARKET CROSS
Turn R, around the cross, along Newgate (signposted BOWES MUSEUM) 
After about 1/4 mile turn L through gates into the BOWES MUSEUM
6.0 m



A circular road goes round the back of the museum to a car park, returning to exit at the front,

(Photo opportunity just before leaving)

Turn R at the exit of the museum and re-trace the route back to the Market Cross. 

Turn L down the hill on the A67 to the river (castle on the right)
Cross the stone bridge at the traffic lights, over the river

Turn L immediately after crossing the bridge, onto the B6277 (signposted Reeth, Scotch Corner B62777)
Total miles from start

At the A66 dual carriageway (signposted REETH and BROUGH)

Turn R using the central reservation. 







8.5 m
PROCEED WITH EXTREME CAUTION USING THE CENTRAL RESERVATION. 

BEWARE OF VERY FAST MOVING TRAFFIC ON THE A66 DUAL CARRIAGEWAYS
After 300 metres turn L off the A66 onto a minor road (signposted SCARGILL and REETH) 

Continue on the minor road South (following signs to REETH) 

The road climbs the STANG through wooded country increasing in gradient (14%) 

THIS IS A STEEP CLIMB WITH TWO SEVERE HAIRPIN BENDS NEAR THE TOP 

Cross the Durham border and enter the Yorkshire Dales National Park. 

14.0 m
Descend into Arkengarthdale

Turn L at the junction (signposted REETH) and proceed through LANGTHWAITE

Arrive at REETH DL11 6SW
20.0 m

Car parking on the village green, toilets opposite The Buck Hotel. 

Petrol station on Arkengarthdale Rd.

Refreshment arrangements to be advised.

2.
REETH to Romaldkirk  (via Tan Hill & Brough)

Part of this section is on the Coast to Coast cycle route. The Pennine Way also passes through Tan Hill.

N.B.
BEWARE OF CYCLISTS, WALKERS AND SHEEP ON UNFENCED ROADS

Leave REETH on Arkengarthdale Road back to LANGTHWAITE 

Keep straight on to TAN HILL

Arrive at the isolated TAN HILL INN, 







33.0 m
A stop can be made here. It is the highest pub in the British Isles at 1,732 ft (528m)

Continue over high Pennine moorland.

Turn L at a T-junction (signposted KABER and KIRKBY STEPHEN) 



36.5 m
After 1 mile turn R onto a narrow road at a junction 





37.5 m
(Opposite a farmhouse with several barns. Signposted BROUGH)

Continue on the narrow road, across a stone bridge

Keep straight at a crossroads. 








39.9 m
Turn R onto the main A685 towards BROUGH

Keep straight and pass under the A66 dual carriageway into the town of BROUGH CA17 4BA 
41.0 m
Turn R on the B6276 at the clock tower (signposted MIDDLETON-IN-TEEDALE) 

Continue on the B6276 over open country 

(SELSET and GRASSHOLME RESERVOIRS on the right)
Turn R at a Y-junction, (signposted Mickleton, Romaldkirk, Bd Castle (B6277) 
54.0 m
Turn R at the T-junction (under an arch) onto the B6277 towards Barnard Castle

Continue on the B6277 to the starting point at ROMALDKIRK - the end of the route.
